This is the letter. Gillanders subsequently instructed me to go
shead ana produce & scheme plan of the subdivision. There was
someone else with him at the tlme - I think frou wemory there was
s Mr @artier with him at that time. He was a friend of Mr Gilland
I received tnese ilnstructions in my office at 4Za Victoria Street
Vest. He seemed keen to proceed with the scheme at that early stag
he sought my advice, 1 gave him my zdvice snd 1 prepared a scheme
plan on his instructions. I also produce 2 letter sgd by .-

s Mr Robinson autnorising me to go ahead with this seheme plan.‘*
EXT.C. 1 know why that wd be sgd by Robinson and not Gillanders
1 beldve that &t that time sir, Mr Robinson was acting as an agent
of Mr Gillanders. No doubt due to the fact that Mr Gillancers was
some distance from our office. Mr Robinson I believe was residing i
Auckland.

1 saw Robinson with Gillanders on many occacsions sir, on many
occasions subsequent to that letter they both visited our office.
Subsequent to this I went to Kawaka Bay to inspect the property anc
prepare a scheme plan. 1 now produce s copy . f that scheme plan
signed by the aebtor. EXT.D.

That is the scheme plan. I saw him sign. He signed it before ume
my office. in fact more than 1 capy was szd - £ other coples are
at present lodged with the ﬁanukau City Council.

I also at this stage produce a planning report and egonomic analys:
explaining the scheme plan. ihis is the planning regort whieh I
now produce as EXI.E. That is the planning report.

1 then notified Gillanders on £3,11.67 that 1 had obtained the
approval of the Manukau City Council to the scheme plan, At that s
1 forwarded him « first a/c for work done up until that stage of
$211.80c. That wld be right. 1 proauce a copy of that a/c smdx s
to the debtor. FXI.F,
